Case 1 - Wikiproject: muixeranga

Results: 

- 198. 330 octets. Of which 83,549 in Valencian and 

114,781 in Spanish.

- 32 items. 18 in Valencian and 14 in Spanish.

- 20 are new (11 on es:wiki, 9 on ca:wiki) and the text of 

another 4 is completely new.

- 250 photographs released through Wiki Loves
