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When one spin points upward and the other 
downward, the third one cannot satisfy them 
both at the same time, because neighbouring 
spins want to point in different directions. How 
do the spins find an optimal orientation? Giorgio 
Parisi is a master at answering these questions 
for many different materials and phenomena. 
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
